Dear Sir/Madam,

I am a Spanish citizen and I would like to give a complaint to you about two autonomous sanitary Spanish laws which has been passed in the Parliaments from Galicia and Aragon on 23rd February 2021. 

These autonomous sanitary Spanish laws violate absolutely basic human rights, and the Spanish citizen could receive an economic sanction in case of refusing to be vaccinated or to make a diagnostic test. 

These two autonomous laws passed in the Parliaments from Galicia and Aragon violate the following national laws and international treaties:

- Resolution 2361 of 27th January 2021from Council of Europe (point 7);
-  Agreement for the legal protection of the human rights and the human being dignity regarding biological applications and the medicine, of 4th april 1997 in Oviedo (articles 2, 5 and 6);
- Universal Declaration on Bioethics and Human Rights, of 19th October 2005 in Paris (articles 3.2, 5, 6.1 and 9);
- The Nuremberg Code about bioethics;
- Spanish law 14/86 of 25th April (article 10.b);
- Spanish law 41/02 of 14th November (articles 2.2 and 8.1).

Unfortunately, the Spanish legal system does not allow the Spanish citizens to lodge an appeal of unconstitutionality because this appeal can be only made by institutions or represents of the nation. But none of them has lodged the appeal of unconstitutionality.

Therefore, I request that the necessary measures are adopted against the Spanish Government and the Spanish autonomous governments.
